‘At the same time, overweight, obesity and non-communicable
diseases related to the quality of diets are increasing rapidly, worsening
morbidity and mortality rates. Malnutrition, by its double
Mmanifestation, does not spare any African country at one point in the
ife cycle. Malnutrition is not only one of the worst killers of
children under five years of age but prevents children and
adolescents from reaching their full potential, and traps

entire populations in vulnerability. Through its negative effects
on the development of human capital and its productivity,
Mmalnutrition contributes to the delay in African countries’ economic
and social development, with unacceptable human conseguences on
African individuals, communities and nations”.

“New evidence has shown that the persistence of the
burden of malnutrition has very significant consequences
for physical, mental, cognitive and physiological
development of African children; hence it has become a
critical human rights issue that goes far beyond the
already existing volatile public health impact. At the same
time, evidence shows that malnutrition leads to
decreased social and economic development of
nations and becomes a very important political and
economic development issue”.

The African
social work story should never begin in England or
USA, it should begin in Africa with the likes of
Jairos Jiri and Mai Musodzi in Zimbabwe and
Charlotte Maxeke in South Africa
